Highlight on oral hygiene

It is now recognised that the hygienist has been specially trained to carry out scaling and polishing and can spend longer with you.  They are also expert at teaching you how to look after your teeth and gums.  Often the hygienist will spend a number of appointments getting the gums healthy ready for the dentist to restore the teeth with crowns and fillings.

Oral hygiene simply means the cleanliness and health of your mouth, your gums, your teeth and your tongue. Good oral hygiene is achieved by better tooth brushing and cleaning between your teeth and can help prevent gum disease and tooth decay.
